NATIONAL EVENTS 
LGU Medal Nett – 18 holes – 10 events during the year Players must nominate Wednesday or Saturday as their LGU day before the season starts All LGU winners compete for the Gold Button at the end of the year Players within each of the silver and bronze divisions also compete for the best 4 of 10 rounds 
Coronation Medal Nett – 18 holes – for Silver handicap players on either Wednesday or Saturday 
Aotearoa Cup Nett – 18 holes – for all divisions up to 40.4 index, played in conjunction with Coronation Medal 
Veterans Trophy Nett – 18 holes – for members over 70 years, played in conjunction with Coronation Medal 
Nancy McCormack Nett Foursomes – 36 holes (2 x 18 hole rounds) – own partners – for all divisions up to 40.4 index 
National Teams Day Nett – 18 holes – for all divisions up to 40.4 index – best 4 scores from Wednesday and Saturday form team to represent Warkworth in North Harbour final
